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PUBLIC FUNDING INFORMATION SHEET 

 
Public Funding 
Repromed Christchurch has a contract with the Canterbury District Health Board to provide 
publicly funded fertility treatment. There is no cost at all to patients having publicly funded 
treatment. However there are eligibility criteria for public funding and strict limits on the number of 
treatment cycles available. 
 
Public funding covers the full cost of up to two IVF treatments (conditions apply) including the 
transfer and storage of any frozen embryos obtained as a result of that cycle during an 18 month 
timeframe. If you have a child as a result of the first public funded treatment you will not be 
eligible for a second cycle. 
 
If IVF is not the most appropriate treatment for you, you can have up to four cycles of intrauterine 
insemination with washed sperm in place of an IVF cycle.   
 
Who is eligible? 
Couples must be New Zealand residents and live in 
the areas of Canterbury, the West Coast, 
Nelson/Marlborough or South Canterbury. 
 
Women must: 

·  Be less than 40 years of age 
·  Be non-smokers 
·  Be of normal weight (BMI between 18 and 

32) 
·  Have at most one child to their current 

relationship, including adopted children 
·  Have adequate ovarian reserve  
·  Those who meet these criteria are then 

scored under the Priority Access Criteria 
scoring system set up by the Ministry of 
Health and the District Health Boards. To 
receive treatment couples must currently 
score at least 65 points. 

 

 

 

 
The factors considered are: 

·  Chance of pregnancy without treatment 
·  Length of infertility 
·  Number of children in current and 

previous relationships 
·  Previous sterilisations – both male and 

female, reversed or not reversed 
 

Should a couple not qualify for treatment, but 
their score is more than 30, they will be placed 
in a Care & Review group where their scores 
will be recalculated monthly until they qualify 
for treatment. Increasing length of infertility 
increases the score. However if the woman is 
approaching 40, she may not qualify before 
exceeding the age limit.
